QMCA introduced the Project Safety Excellence Award in the organisation’s early days and we continue to 
sponsor this important award, which has generated increasingly strong competition from QMCA members and 
their representative projects. 

The award acknowledges outstanding contributors at a project level and rewards project managers for their 
personal commitment to safety. It is presented at the QMCA Annual Dinner. 

The QMCA recognises that all parties involved in the project – the client, the design consultants and all 
construction workers – have a role in achieving and maintaining a safe and healthy environment. A panel of 
expert judges assesses nominations for the award. Their adjudication criteria include:

•	 Excellence in the management of occupational health and safety at the project level

•	 Excellence in developing and fostering an effective, inclusive injury risk management culture at the  
project level

•	 Excellence in innovation and the creation/implementation of preventative strategies

•	 Excellence in the use of data to monitor and control foreseeable hazards and risk

•	 Excellence in the efficient allocation of project resources to project safety

•	 Excellence in systems implementation for all project individuals, particularly subcontractors.

During 2008, the QMCA also established a Safety Sub-Committee to concentrate on facilitating the  ongoing 
improvement of health and safety in the construction industry.
